Intorduction: Population and its characteristics play an
important role in planning and policy-making and set-
ting economic and social goals. The purpose of this ar-
ticle is to investigate the impact of population growth on
economic growth by meta-analysis.

Method: The aim of this study was to quantitatively
combine the results of research conducted on the im-
pact of population growth on economic growth, using
meta-analysis method and comprehensive meta-analysis
software (CMA2, STATA1S5) and searching in different
databases among 143 articles, 48 dissertations, and 32
selected articles. Finally, 18 studies were selected and
reviewed based on six meta-analysis criteria.

Findings: Population growth has a negative effect on
economic growth with an effect size of -0.38. Also, the
age structure of the population with the effect size equal
to 0.91 positive effect, the type of model used with the
effect size of 2.27 in the self-explanatory vector pattern
and 3.16 in the data panel pattern, the data type with
the effect size (2.18, 3.13, and 0.40 respectively) in data
(cross-sectional series, integrated data, and time series
data) and skill combination with an effect size of 0.63
had a positive effect on economic growth.

Discussion: According to the funnel diagram, the effect
size of the studies did not have a diffusion bias. The
magnitude of the effect on males is greater than females.
Therefore, it can be said that men have a greater impact
on economic growth. The effect of increasing education
and skills were found to be significant.

Intorduction: Population growth and its impact on economic development has
long been the focus of economic and demographic experts. Population growth
has been identified as one of the major and most effective factors in reducing per
capita income and, consequently, in lowering living standards and public welfare.
Although poor population growth under normal circumstances causes poverty, at
the same time, this negative factor can be used as a factor of consumption and,
consequently, as a factor of growth of production and demand and economic pros-
perity. The impact of population growth on the economic development of develop-
ing countries is quite different, since the economic conditions in these countries
are quite different from those of the underdeveloped countries.

Method: The research method is meta-analysis. Meta-analysis is the use of spe-
cific statistical methods to summarize the results of independent studies to find
the most accurate form of correlation between the variables studied. The steps of
the meta-analysis are: 1. Detailed definition of the research topic and question 2.
Preliminary search and selection of articles 3. Scientific validation of the articles
and sources 4. Extraction of information 5. Statistical analysis and presentation,
and 6. Discussion, interpretation, and results. Meta-analysts are able to calculate
the effect size with mean, variance, and standard deviation of the groups, but the
most common statistical values in this field are the “r” and “d, wherein “d” is usu-
ally used for Use group differences and ‘r’ for correlational studies. Model Stanley
and Jerrell (2005) provide an overview of the MRA literature that they have a
typical form.

Where g is economic growth, n is the size of population growth, B_n is an estimate
of the impact of population growth on economic growth, f_0 Width of origin, Z
is a set of control variables, and ¢ is the error. During the research process on the
impact of population growth on economic growth out of 143 different papers, the-
ses and reports according to the criteria set, a total of 48 theses and 32 papers with
matching topics or relatively high thematic similarity were found to be suitable
for meta-analysis. Based on the criteria considered, nine theses and nine articles
